Planned Program

The purpose of this Forum is to review and discuss the recommendations of the President’s National 
Mathematics Advisory Panel (http://www.ed.gov/about/bdscomm/list/mathpanel/index.html) and 
consider their implications for area schools and colleges, including the education of mathematics teachers.  
Teachers who attend this Community Forum will receive a certificate of participation (3 clock hours).

AllAll Americans need to understand and be able to use mathematics at least at the level of advanced algebra.  
Well-paid jobs and responsible citizenship both demand some facility with numerical data.  Yet our elementary 
and secondary students consistently rank in the middle and below in international comparisons of 
mathematical performance.  The achievement gap separating low-income students and students of color fmathematical performance.  The achievement gap separating low-income students and students of color from 
more advantaged students is especially large in mathematics, adding to the barriers they must overcome to 
succeed.  Responding to these issues, the National Mathematics Advisory Panel issued its report in the spring 
of 2008 calling for more coherent and rigorous mathematics teaching and curricula.
